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Match Terminology   
 

The American-bred Class shall be for all dogs (except champions) six months of age and over, whelped in the United States of America, by reason of a mating which 
took place in the United States of America.  For class descriptions and rules please refer to AKC for Conformation, Obedience and Rally regulations. 
 

Bred -by -Exhibitor Class  
The exhibitor of this dog is the Breeder and the Owner or Co-Owner of record of this dog. 

 
Open Dog or Bitch  Class  

Any dog or bitch that is 6 month s of age or older. 

 
Veteran Dog or Bitch  Class  

Any dog or bitch that is 7 years of age or older. 

 
Stud Dog / Brood Bitch Class  

The Stud Dog Class is for stud dogs and two or more of their intact get.   
The Brood Bitch Class is for brood bitches and two or more of their intact produce.  

The offspring only  are judged on their conformation merit.  
A neutered Stud Dog or spayed Brood Bitch may be entered as Stud Dog or Brood Bitch.    

 
Obedience and Rally  

All dogs must be 6 months of age or older. 
A person may enter more than one dog in Obedience or Rally. 

No dog may be entered in both Obedience Novice A and Novice B or Rally Novice A and Rally Novice B at any one trial. 
The ñAò class is only for those people & dogs with less experience or just starting out.   

It i s so they can compete & share the experience with others in the same situation. 
 

Obedience Novice A  
Exercises are both on and off leash. 

This class is for dogs that have not earned an AKC Novice Obedience title Companion Dog (CD).   
The handler may not have previously handled any  dog that has earned an AKC obedience title. 

 

Obedience Novice B  
Exercises are both on and off leash. 

This class is for handlers who have earned an AKC obedience title at anytime, with a dog. 
The owner or any other person may handle a dog in this class. 

 

Rally Novice A  
All exercises done on-leash. 

To be eligible for this class, dogs may not have earned an AKC Rally Novice (RN) title or any AKC Obedience title.   
The handler must own the dog entered or be a member of the ownerôs household or immediate family.   

The handler may not have previously handled any dog that has earned an AKC Rally title or any AKC Obedience title. 
 

Rally Novice B  
All exercises done on-leash. 

This class is for handlers who have earned an AKC Obedience or Rally t itle at anytime, with a dog.  
The owner or any other person may handle a dog in this class.
