Resort in the beautiful Sierra / Tahoe Mountains October2 -4th, Attendees will enjoy several of Tahoed sunsBire0 , doanyas
resort atmosphere and 72 miles of shoreline.
The Lake Tahoe Basin was formed by geologic block (normal) faulting about 2 -3 million years ago. A geologic block fault is a fracture in

the Eartho6és crust causi ng bkelupar dosn. &p lif ded blocks oreatadthe Carson Range on the east and the Sierra Nevada
on the west. Down -dropped blocks created the Lake Tahoe Basin in between. Some of the highest peaks of the Lake Tahoe Basin that formed

during the process were Fre el Peak at 19,891 ft, Monument Peak (present Heavenly Valley Ski Area) at 10,067ft, Pyramid Peak (in the
Desolation Wilderness) at 9,983ft, and Mt. Tallac at 9,735ft.

Snow, rain and streams filled the southern and lowest part of the basin, forming the a ncestral Lake Tahoe. Modern Lake Tahoe was shaped

an d landscaped by the scouring glaciers during the Ice Age. Many streams flow into Lake Tahoe, but the lake is drained only by t he Truckee
River, which flows northeast through Reno and into Pyramid Lake i n Nevada.

Lake Tahoe scales 22 miles long and 12 miles wide . The floor of the Lake Tahoe Basin is at an elevation of about 4,580 ft with a surface
elevation of 6,225 ft above sea level and is the highest lake of its size in the United States . Lake Tahoe 's deepest point at 1,645 feet makes it

the second deepest lake in North America and the tenth deepest in the world. The bottom of the lake is approximately 95 feet below the

level of Carson City, NV which sitsat 4,802 ft . Lake Tahoe has water clarity of approximately 65 ft. The water temperature near th e
surface generally cools to 40/ 50 degrees during Feb/March and warms to 65 / 70 degrees during August/September. Below a depth of

600/700 ft, the water temperature remains a constant 39 degrees.

As with every year , the goal of Entlefest is to further educate Entlebucher owners about our breed as well as participate in the many areas

in which  our dogs can excel and/or have fun
